The KC3 2005 Annual 

Members Meeting that was held at 
the Kentucky Department of Fish & 
Wildlife Resources Salato Center in 
Frankfort on May 14, 2005 cele-
brated the tenth anniversary of our 
June 1995 incorporation.  From a 
small start with only six founding 
Directors, we grew in numbers to 
become the driving force in passage 
of Kentucky’s concealed carry li-
censing law. 
 The vision of Tony Haubner 
was to have the Kentucky General 
Assembly enact a good concealed 
carry licensing law.  He knew he 
could not do it alone, so he started 
KC3. Over the course of 1995 KC3 
gathered over 16,000 petition signa-
tures and altogether, along with 
three other groups, we presented 
over 27,000 signatures to the Gov-
ernor, President of the Senate, and 
Speaker of the House on January 2, 
1996.  In March House Bill 40 
passed both the House and Senate.  
Governor Patton signed it into law a 
few days later. 

Many members of the Gen-
eral Assembly were very helpful in 
passing this Act, too many to men-
tion here.  Representative Robert 
Damron deserves special thanks as 
he sponsored the Bill and was very 
helpful in getting it passed in both 
the House and the Senate.  I want to 
personally thank Tony Haubner for 
the work he did to found KC3 and 
for his service as our first President.

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Kroger Company Clarifies, 

 ...Again 

United Dairy Farmers Won’t 
 

 We reported about a year 
ago that our friends in Ohio had 
found that the rather large grocery 
chain based in Cincinnati, The 
Kroger Company, had decided to 
prohibit concealed weapons in their 
Ohio stores.  Kroger operates a 
number of stores here in Kentucky 
and there had never been any indi-
cation of a policy unfriendly to con-
cealed carry licensees. 

In light of the Ohio prohibi-
tions, KC3 decided to seek clarifi-
cation from Kroger about its corpo-
rate policy regarding concealed 
carry in Kentucky stores.  A Kroger 
Consumer Affairs representative 
replied to our inquiry with the fol-
lowing statement: 

“The law also allows private 
businesses to prohibit em-
ployees and customers from 
carrying handguns on to 
their premises. Kroger has 
never allowed our employ-
ees or our customers to 
carry firearms or deadly 
weapons into our stores, of-
fices or workplace. Al-
though we are not required 
by law to post signs in most 
Ohio stores, we decided to 
do so because of questions 
from our customers and em-
ployees.” 

It is most interesting to note that 
though they "never allowed... cus-
tomers to carry firearms or deadly 
weapons" in their stores or offices, 
here in KY they never deemed it 
necessary to tell anyone of the pro-
hibition, at least not customers.  Be-
sides, the Kentucky concealed carry 
law requires that "If the building or 
the premises are open to the public, 

the employer or business enter-
prise shall post signs on or about 
the premises if carrying concealed 
weapons is prohibited." 
 After a very aggressive 
campaign by Ohioans For Con-
cealed Carry (OFCC) resulted in 

thousands upon thousands of dol-
lars in receipts from other stores 
being mailed to the Kroger man-
agement, the signs in Ohio stores 
came down.  In the midst of 
OFCC’s efforts, KC3 inquired 
again to Kroger for clarification of 
their CCDW policy in Kentucky.  
This time we were informed by 
Mr. Tim McGirk, speaking on be-
half of Kroger’s Mid-South Divi-
sion, that Kroger does not prohibit 
concealed carry in their Kentucky 
stores. 
 Our hats are off to The 
Kroger Company for finally rec-
ognizing that their customers have 
a right to provide for their own 
defense and for welcoming them 
back into their stores. Kroger's na-
tional customer service number is 
800-576-4377 or 866-221-4141 if 
you would like to call them and 
say thanks. 
 United Dairy Farmers 
(UDF) operates convenience 
stores in Kentucky, Indiana and 
Ohio.  They too ran afoul of 
OFCC’s campaign to highlight 
businesses that prohibit peaceable 
people from providing for their 

own defense while trading at their 
stores.  Even now they are listed on 
the “Do Not Patronize” page of 
OFCC’s website. 
 KC3 attempted several 
times to contact UDF in order to 
learn firsthand their policy regard-

ing concealed carry in 
KY stores so that we 
could accurately inform 
our membership of their 
position.  UDF has so 
far refused to answer our 
inquiries. 
 As a rule we 
don’t advocate boycotts 
as such, we simply sug-
gest that people should 
respect the wishes of 

business operators who post against 
concealed carry and take their busi-
ness to establishments where they 
are welcomed without being re-
quired to give up their ability to 
provide for their own defense.  It 
would appear UDF would rather 
you go to their competitor.

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It would appear that the original protection has 
been rather severely curtailed.  In 1792 the citizen had 
the unquestionable right to bear arms, the latter consti-
tutions deteriorated that right by providing the General 
Assembly the power to regulate a manner of bearing 
arms, a method many would argue as being not only 
the most efficient for the purpose of self-defense, but 
the most civilized as well.  Openly carried arms tend 
to bother certain people, they also alert the criminal to 
the individual who may be in a position to obstruct his 
illegal activity.  This gives the evil-doer the opportu-
nity to go bother someone else (good for the individ-
ual, bad for someone else), or he could simply take 
that person out at the onset or possibly attempt to take 
his weapon for his own use, or both. 

Back to the civil compact.  We must have laws 
that penalize people for doing harm to another, that’s a 
given.  One has to wonder though how carrying a con-
cealed weapon does anyone harm.  Sure, it enables a 
criminal to bring with him to his criminal offense the 
element of surprise.  There doesn’t appear to be any 
other obvious peril associated with the simple act of 
concealing the otherwise legal defensive tool.  Why 
then has the General Assembly taken the step to make 
carrying a concealed weapon illegal?  Is it based sim-
ply on what an otherwise law abiding person might 
do? 

Yes, as an individual who has already been 
convicted of a felony is barred by both federal and 
state law from possessing a firearm. [Title 18 USC 
§922; KRS 527.040]  It is also illegal for anyone to 
knowingly sell or transfer a firearm to a convicted 
felon. [KRS 237.070]  Those two provisions alone 
should prohibit a great many criminals from having 
access to firearms.  Furthermore, if any person 
“Intentionally does... anything which, under the cir-
cumstances as he believes them to be, is a substantial 
step in a course of conduct planned to culminate in his 
commission of [a] crime” [KRS 506.010], he is at that 
point committing a crime, often a felony in and of it-
self.  It would seem that the simple act of obtaining or 
concealing a firearm in order to enter and rob a bank is 
a felony crime!  (As if the crime of armed robbery is-
n’t enough to put the person behind bars for quite 
some time!)  Keep in mind that any use of a firearm or 
other deadly weapon for anything other than legal de-
fensive purposes is also a crime. 

So let’s review, WHY IS IT that the General 
Assembly has made it illegal to carry a concealed 

people for the people.  They based their constitutions, 
and the laws that came after, upon the time honored 
civil compact. 

A constitution ratified in 1792 established the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky and provided for our en-
try into the union as the 15th state on June 1st of that 
year.  One of the highlights of this constitution was the 
“Bill of Rights”.  Though we are currently on our 4th 
constitution, the latest having been established in 
1891, “The Bill of Rights has changed very little 
through the four constitutions.”  So says Mary Helen 
Miller in A Citizens’ Guide to the Kentucky Constitu-

tion [Research Report No. 137, Revised December 
2004, Legislative Research Commission, Frankfort, 
Kentucky].  Actually, it would appear that a very ma-
jor change took place, one that severely infringed upon 
a right that had been deemed permanently protected in 
the original 1792 version.  Here is the actual excerpt as 
per the KY Historical Society [http://history.ky.gov/]: 

Article 12th 
That the general great and essential principles 
of liberty and free government may be recog-
nized and established, WE DECLARE  

§23. That the rights of the citizens to 
bear arms in defense of themselves and 
the state shall not be questioned. 
§28. To guard against transgressions of 
the high powers which we have dele-
gated. WE DECLARE that everything 
in this article is excepted out of the 
general powers of government, and 
shall forever remain inviolate, and that 
all laws contrary thereto or contrary to 
this constitution shall be void. 

The current constitution has been rearranged 
somewhat, but the passage regarding the right to bear 
arms remains, though not quite intact: 

Section One 
All men are, by nature, free and equal, 
and have certain inherent and inalien-
able rights, among which may be reck-
oned:  

Seventh: The right to bear arms 
in defense of themselves and of 
the State, subject to the power 
of the General Assembly to en-
act laws to prevent persons 
from carrying concealed weap-
ons.

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We have the power to convince the General 
Assembly that people that have not done anything 
wrong should not be questioned on their ability to ex-
ercise the most logical means of carrying a weapon for 
their own defense.  The people of Kentucky took a 
step in the right direction in 1996 when they came to-
gether and petitioned the legislature to provide for li-
censing as an exception to the crime of concealed 
carry.  We can finish the task by coming together 
again, this time to do away with altogether the crime 
of concealed carry of a deadly weapon. 

Keeping in mind that we have no intention of 
doing away with our ability to obtain a license for use 
in other states that continue to require it to carry con-
cealed, we want to know what you think about an ef-
fort to repeal the crime of what you might do simply 
because you choose to carry concealed.  Tell us if you 
truly believe that we should be required to ask permis-
sion to carry concealed here in Kentucky while crimi-
nals simply do as they please. 

We believe that repeal of the crime of con-
cealed carry is nothing less than a basic show of re-
spect for the citizens of our Commonwealth and is on 
the cutting edge of restoring our most fundamental 
right to self-defense.  Kentuckians, from the earliest 
days, have always been known for their pioneering 
spirit, their trust in their fellow man and their determi-
nation to maintain what is rightfully theirs.  We can 
use all the help we can get, in order to get the word out 
to our fellow citizens, petition the General Assembly 
and rally everyone who agree with our goal.  Please 
use the contact information on the last page of this 
newsletter to get in touch with us and together we can 
remind our representatives in government from where, 
actually from whom, they derive their power. 

weapon?  Obviously, not to stop a criminal from hav-
ing the means to apply force when committing his 
crime because such a law is totally redundant.  Be-
sides, a criminal doesn’t care what the law pretends to 
deny him because he will simply ignore the prohibi-
tion and arm himself as he chooses! 

The only people that will abide by the law are, 
as I am sure you have already determined, the law-
abiding members of our society who respect the civil 
compact!  Where does the current law leave these peo-
ple, should they really be required to ask permission of 
the those entrusted with our civil compact in order to 
fully exercise that most basic right of self-defense?  
Must the law-abiding members of our society suc-
cumb to the various tests of ability and civility, as well 
as increased taxation, in order to obtain a license to do 
something a criminal will do without regard to any-
thing but his own desires? 

People that haven’t harmed anyone, and have 
no intention of doing so, simply should not be sub-
jected to such a trial.  It’s the same thing as licensing 
the freedom of speech because of the possibility of 
destroying someone’s reputation through lies or, 
worse yet, the possibility someone might create a 
situation that could cause a deadly stampede or other 
life rending tragedy.  Other freedoms can be abused as 
well but there hasn’t been any great effort to license 
them.  The real hypocrisy here is that those that hold 
the keys to the civil compact, the various levels of 
government, are supposed to be protecting our free-
doms, not licensing them! 

So, where do we go from here?  I doubt that 
you will ever be able to restore the inviolate provision 
of Kentucky’s first constitution: That the rights of the 

citizens to bear arms in defense of themselves and the 

state shall not be questioned.  It would be nice but the 
powers that be have decided that our right to bear arms 
CAN be questioned and the citizenry unfortunately 
seems to have accepted it.  However, the current con-
stitution does not mandate licensing concealed carry, it 
only provides that the General Assembly has the 
power to regulate concealed carry but this is exactly 
what they chose to do by making it a Class A Misde-
meanor to carry a concealed deadly weapon and then 
providing for a licensing program for those that hap-
pen to have the time to jump through the bureaucratic 
hoops and an extra $150 in disposable income.

 It amazes us that the 
City of Radcliff would post a 
sign advising that you 
“PLAY AT YOUR OWN 
RISK” and “THE CITY AS-
SUMES NO LIABILITY 
FOR [your] INJURIES” 
while at the same time identi-
fying prohibitions that could 
substantially increase your 
risk . 
 Nice try, but the 
Commonwealth’s Constitu-
tion protects our right to 
armed self-defense.  In addi-
tion, the Kentucky General 
Assembly has since provided 
that “No city, county or ur-
ban-county government may 
occupy any part of the field 
of regulation of the transfer, 
ownership, possession, carrying or transportation of 
firearms, ammunition, or components of firearms or 

combination thereof.” [KRS65.870] 
 The Radcliff administration should know better 

than to trample on the 
rights of citizens but the 
real hypocrisy comes to 
light when you realize that 
Radcliff would probably be 
nothing more than a wide 
spot in the road except for 
the Fort Knox Army Post  
next door.  In fact, back in 
1919 the city was named in 
honor of Major William 
Radcliffe, head of the 
Quartermaster Corps of the 
newly established Camp 
Henry Knox.  I guess they 
don’t mind you having 
guns if you are protecting 
freedom and democracy in 
a faraway land, but here at 
home to keep from getting
